Did not God choose those
who are poor in the world to
be rich in faith and heirs to
the kingdom?

BE OPENED

The miracle that Jesus performs in today's Gospel is
intimately linked with the proclamation of the first
reading from Isaiah.

The prophetic signs of God's coming to save the
people include the rejoicing of all of nature: its dry
places become gardens and its deserts pools of wa-
ter. Those who are deaf will hear and the mute will
sing God's praises. For Isaiah these are messianic
signs, signs that God has come among us.

Jesus heals the deaf man and enables him to hear
and speak. This is not just an individual healing, but
a prophetic sign that God has come to save us. The
Hebrew version of Jesus' name is Yeshua, "God
saves." He comes not only to heal physical ailments,
but to open the ears of those who cannot or will not
hear the saving word of God. He comes to open our
eyes to the saving action of God and to open our lips
to proclaim praise. "HERE IS YOUR GOD" Nature
itself will proclaim the saving power of God, and the
poor are the first to hear and rejoice in God's saving
work. Those who are powerless against nature, dis-
ease, tyranny, and injustice are the ones who most
welcome Jesus' ministry. "Did not God choose those
who are poor in the world to be rich in faith and heirs
of the kingdom?" (James 2:5).

Fear can move us to seek power and to oppress oth-
ers. The first step in overcoming our fear is to recog-
nize our weakness and our poverty before God. In-
stead of embracing power and oppression, we can
welcome the saving work of God in our lives and in
our world. Our ears will hear the good news of the
gospel of peace, and our tongues will proclaim the
saving power of God. In our weakness is God's
strength.

FEAST OF
OUR LADY OF LAVANG

All parishioners are invited to attend the Our Lady of
LaVang Feast September 14 — 16, 2018. The Parish
also needs volunteers to welcome the many guests
who will be visiting the Parish for this event.

Our Lady of LaVang appeared to a group of Viethamese
Catholics who had fled to the remote
jungle area in Vietnam to avoid perse-
cution in 1798. She comforted them
and told them how to make medicines
from the native plants to help heal as
well as avoid further diseases. Our
Lady of LaVang is the patroness of
Vietnam and to the many Vietnamese
forced to feel their country in recent times.

Most of the
activities will occur outside, around the Our Lady of La-
Vang statue, and most will be held in Viethamese.

Bishop Nevares will celebrate Mass (bi-lingual), at 7pm on
Friday, September 14 to begin the Feast Day Celebration.
The 8 am Mass on Saturday in Vietnamese (and outside)
will begin the day-long event. At 11 am on Saturday, Bish-
op Joseph Nguyen Tan Tuoc will be present for an Anoint-
ing Ceremony for everyone in attendance. Lunch will fol-
low with Vietnamese food available for purchase and seat-
ing under canopies. The afternoon sessions include talks,
confession, and devotions in Vietnamese. That same
evening there will be a procession around the statue and
Parish at 6:30 pm., with Mass immediately following. An
evening of Vietnamese music and an evening blessing will
end the day at around 11 pm.

To conclude the Celebration of our Lady of LaVang, on
Sunday, September 16, prayers begin at 8 am, drums and
dancing at 10 am, and Mass at 10:30 am. The festivities
will end around noon.

We welcome parishioners to enjoy the food and music of
the Viethamese community and the celebration of Our La-
dy of LaVang.
